English

This half term the children will be focusing on the story
Snail and the whale and learning about

poetry,

Children will be:

e Using capital letters, finger spaces and full stops in
their writing.

e |dentifying and describing characters and setftings.

e Retelling key events of the stories.

e |dentifying the features of poem:s (Title, rhyming
words, dlliteration, onomatopoeial)

Science

Our topic this half term is Materials. We will begin to learn about common
materials such as wood, metal, plastic and fabric. We will also be grouping
and comparing materials and describing their properties.

Seasons - The children will also be observing, describing and recording the
changes in the weather over time.

Computing

This unit introduces children to early programming concepts. The
children will explore using individual commands, both with each

other and as part of a computer program. They will use floor robots

How can you help your child at home?

Encourage them to practice their handwriting and learn
the Year 1 harder to read and spell words/ high frequen-
cy words that are sent home.

Design and technology

In this subject area, the pupils will be learning what the subject of
design and technology is. They will be learning the design pro-
cess of ‘think, make, break, repeat’ and explore the strength of a
structure.

Geography

Weather

The children will be learning about the weather in the UK and
some parts of the world. The children will be discussing how the
weather impacts their lives in terms of what they wear, how they
feel and the things they do. Children will also learn about ex-
freme types of weather and their characteristics.
