• There are many different weather types in the UK 

• The 4 main weather types in the UK are - windy, snow, rain, sunny 

• There are 4 seasons - winter, autumn, spring and summer  

• Typically some months of the year fall into each season: 
Autumn – September – November  
Winter – December – February   
Spring – March – May  
Summer – June – August  

• The weather changes throughout the different  seasons 

• The weather impacts our lives in terms of what we wear, how we 
feel, things we do.  

• A Rain gauge is used to measure rainfall  

• Weather forecasts show – weather conditions in different parts of 
the country and around the world.  

• Weather symbols help us understand types of weather.   

• Weather can sometimes be dangerous. - Snow storms can affect 
travel, Floods and storms can destroy homes.  

• Some of these dangerous weather types are - Snow, storms, 
floods, heatwaves.  

• We can stay safe in different types of weather - by not looking- 
directly at the sun even when wearing sunglasses, applying 
sunsreen , wearing warm, protective clothing in snow and wintry 

conditions etc. 

• Countries have different climates - Countries closer to the equator 
have warmer weather.
