After School Clubs

* The list of After School clubs will be available in the next two weeks.

- Waiting lists will be created if a club is over-subscribed and additional
spaces may be offered if additional adults are able to support. You will
be contacted from the school office, if a place becomes available.

* Invited (booster) clubs — you will receive a letter from a class teacher
prior to clubs becoming available. This is a free club and will run for 8
weeks and will be based on teacher assessments to address gaps in
learning.




Trips
