• The 10 commandments were a part of the Torah. The 
commandments were revealed to Moses on Mount Sinai. 

• The 10 commandments give 10 rules to follow in life, 
teaching about what is right and what is wrong. They are 
followed by Christians and Jews. 

• The Qur’an is the sacred text of Islam. It was revealed 
by the prophet Muhummad. 

• Sikhism was started by Guru Nanak. It contains teachings 
from the previous Gurus as well as Islam and Hinduism.
