Wembley Primary School is a four-form entry school in Wembley, Middlesex.  It serves a local community, which is diverse ethnically, culturally, linguistically and in terms of faith. The school strives to positively embrace and reflect these diversities. It provides a supportive and nurturing environment in which all pupils are enabled to develop educationally and personally, and which strives carefully to prepare them for opportunities, responsibilities and experiences which they might encounter in their future lives.
1. Definition of Sex and Relationships Education
Sex and relationships education is learning about the emotional, social and physical aspects of growing up, relationships, sex, human sexuality and sexual health. Some aspects are taught in science, and others are taught as part of personal, social, health and economic education (PSHE) (PSHE Association, 2014)

2. Aims and Objectives: SRE in Wembley Primary School is taught through the 
· the physical development of their bodies as they grow into adults
· physical changes at puberty 
· respect for their own bodies 

· the importance of family

· moral questions

· relationship issues

· respect for the views of other people

3 . Implementation  

SRE should be taught within the statutory requirements of the National Curriculum Science Order and the currently non-statutory national curriculum framework for PSHE education (See Appendix 1). PSHE education and citizenship provide an effective context for SRE because they focus on exploring values and developing positive attitudes, developing personal and social skills, learning about healthy and safe lifestyles, and about the rights and responsibilities of citizens.
In EYFS children are taught about

In Years 1 – 6 PSHE is taught through the ‘Jigsaw’ scheme of work by class teachers and PPA cover teachers, from which certain topics have been chosen to teach. These are:

- ‘Celebrating Difference’ which deals with relationships such as friendships, bullying and family relationships.
- ‘Healthy me’ which teaches all aspects of keeping healthy including healthy eating, exercise and keeping safe from harm.

- ‘Relationships’ which includes topics such as friendships, respect and being a good citizen and online relationships.
Other lessons have also been added by the PSHE leader from the PSHE Association to use in some year groups.
In Years 5 we place a particular emphasis upon the sensitive subjects of puberty which are taught as set out in the statutory National Curriculum for Science. Physical changes in puberty are taught by the class teachers using the ‘Collins Connect’ Science scheme of work through the following topic in year 5:
Reproduction in plants and animals (Comparing human lifecycles to plant lifecycles and lessons entitled ‘How do girls become women?’ ‘How do boys become men?’).
We believe it is important children receive balanced, accurate information and advice. Class discussions and Circle Time are ways the children’s feelings and emotions can be recognised and developed.  

3. Monitoring and evaluation: The PSED Leader will monitor and evaluate the planning and teaching of Sex and Relationship Education and will liaise with the teaching staff. The KS2 Science Leader will monitor and evaluate the planning and teaching of changes at puberty.
4. The Role of Parents 

‘Every parent and every school wants to see children grow up safely and be able as an adult to enjoy the positive benefits of loving, rewarding and responsible relationships, to be informed, comfortable with the changes during puberty and emotionally supported. Parents play a vital role in providing the building blocks for healthy and fulfilling social and personal relationships while protecting their children and young people from harm. They should lead on instilling values, but schools have a clear role in giving young people accurate information and helping them to develop the skills they need to make safe and responsible choices.’ 

(DCSF SRE Guidelines for Consultation)

At Wembley Primary School, we believe that Sex and Relationships Education is a partnership between home and the school.

Within our role we:  

· Answer any questions that parents may have about the Sex and Relationship Education of their child

· Take seriously any issue that parents raise with teachers or governors about this policy or the arrangements for SRE Education in the school.  
Right to withdraw:
Parents/carers have the right to withdraw their children from SRE content that is not part of statutory National Curriculum Science. At Wembley Primary School, the more sensitive subject of changes at puberty are taught through the Science Curriculum and therefore parents do not have the right to withdraw from this statutory element of the curriculum. 
The decision not to teach the ‘Changing Me’ element of the Jigsaw Scheme of Work (including teaching of body parts and human reproduction) was made in consultation with parents as they felt this was best taught in context of the home environment.
We feel that the other topics covered by the PSHE curriculum and Jigsaw resources fully support our pupils to develop educationally and personally, and prepares them for opportunities, responsibilities and experiences which they might encounter in their future lives. 
Parents have the right to view any of the resources used to teach both Science and PSHE Lessons (Collins Connect, Jigsaw and other lessons recommended by the PSHE Association).

5. The role of other members of the community: We encourage other valued members of community to work with us to provide advice and support to the children with regard to health education. In particular, members of the Local Health Authority, such as the school nurse and a freelance SRE consultant work with us to advise on SRE education. We also work with other schools in the Brent Schools Partnerships to develop and tailor our curriculum to the specific needs of the pupils at our school in the context of our community.
6. Confidentiality: If a child makes a reference to being involved, or likely to be involved in sexual activity, then the teacher will take the matter seriously and deal with it as a matter of child protection in accordance with the Child Protection Policy. 
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
